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An Introduction to Comparative Literature is a compulsory course for the
students majoring in the Sino-foreign cultural exchanges in the department of
Chinese language and literature.

This course covers the general principles of comparative literature, with some
specific analyses of the schools, modes, examples, translation, poetics and trends
from the perspective of case-study. It will help the students know better the basic
theories of comparative literature, develop a cross-national, cross-language,
cross-cultural and interdisciplinary comparative consciousness, and lay a solid
foundation for the cultural exchanges in the future.
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
