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*IRFET A (Description)

Selective Readings of Classical English Literature is an one-semester
introductory composition course. This subject aims at cultivating the students’
capabilities of reading, appreciating and interpreting original English works, helping
them master the basic knowledge and approaches to English literary criticism.
Through the practice of reading and analyzing classical English literary works, the
course is to enrich the students’ knowledge, to promote their language acquisition,
cultural accomplishment, and humane quality, to enhance the students’ acquaintance
with the history and status quo of British and American literature, thus pushing
forward the communication and mutual-understanding between us and people of
English-speaking countries.

Via the teaching of this course, we are to make the students be aware of the
fundamental development of British and American literature, letting them
comprehend the content and theme of major writers’ major works. On studying the
authentic literary works, students are expected to improve their language learning
ability, to acquire studying skills, and to be able to appreciate literary works and do
the work of literary critic.
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
