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Being a major component part of broad view Chinese History, the
present course lays emphasis on political evolution and social
development. In view of the fact that Chinese history covers a time span
of around five thousand years, with so much rich reference at hand and
so fraught with complicated conceptions and threads, it is difficult for
a course limited in class hours to attend to each and every aspects of
the matter. What we are trying to do is to so arrange the teaching
according to concrete situations as to let systems and events to be
contained within political development and to let economy and culture
to come under the development of society, stressing the key points and
issues, try to be impartial and unbiased as far as possible, so as to
help the undergraduates to systematically master traditional culture
In addition, basing on a truth—seeking and open spirit, we try not to
be restricted by conventional doctrines, stay away from vogue and try
withmight and main to faithfully restore the original picture of history.




On the other hand, efforts are not spared to draw as much as possible
the research achievement of the history research circle, so as to furnish
a pluralist method of conducting deep going analysis of history and
historical events.
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
