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Sinology and The Studies on Chinese Modern Writers is an elective course for the
second or third grade of Chinese majors. Teaching contents include the background
of Chinese Modern Literature History as a subject, studying on the influence of
Sinology, and introduction to the appreciation of modern literary works. The course
looks forward to answering some of the students’ confusion of their own subjects,
such as the relationship between literature appreciation and academic studying, in
order to understand the value of Sinologists——finding their place for aesthetic and
academic. So as to guide the students to carry out independent criticism, and train
talents for modern literature major.
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
