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*PRFE S (Description)

The course “The Study of Fiction in Ming and Qing Dynasty” mainly introduce
classical novels in the Ming and Qing dynasties, which are “Romance of Three
Kingdoms”, “Water Margin”, “The Golden Lotus”, “Journey to the west”, “The
Scholars”, “A Dream in Red Mansions”. The purpose of this course is to discover the
password secret story behind the history and culture through the story itself, and
understand Chinese traditional culture, such as witches and wizards, Confucian,
Mohist, Militarist, Buddhist, Taoists, and Taoism. The course emphasis the essence
of the predecessors’ point of view, meanwhile bring their own unique insights. This
course focuses on improving appreciation and analysis ability through the story, to
know the characteristics of Chinese literature and Chinese excellent traditional
culture. Class uses the combination of students’ discussion and teaching,
performance in classroom counts for forty percent of the final score, and others fall
into the final exam.
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
