As one of the double codes course, it is not only one of the compulsory courses
for the undergraduates majoring in the Sino-foreign cultural exchanges in the
department of Chinese language and literature, but also a key general educational
course for the students from all the university. This course focuses on the writers
out of the mainland China (Hong Kong, Macau, Taiwan, and oversea’ Chinese
regions, etc.) and their writings in Chinese. The Chinese classical novels written by
Bai Xianyong, Li Bihua, Hong Ying, Yan Gelin, Jin Yong, Gu Long, etc, the Chinese
classical poetries by Ji Xian, Yu Guangzhong, Zhong Chouyu, Luo Fu, etc, and the
Chinese classical prose by Zhang Xiaofeng, Bo Yang, Long Yingtai, etc, are all
included. In a perspective of world literature and globalization, this course aims to
guide the students to read some of the World Chinese literature classics, to help
them to promote their appreciations of literature and esthetic sentiment, to
understand the nationality and localization of world literature, and to enhance the
identification of Chinese national culture and Chinese spiritual home.
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
