With the prospective of the correlation and interaction between literature and
anthropology , this course provides a systematical and frontier introduction to the
Literary Anthropology and its related research methods.Campared with the
traditional style of literature study,Literary Anthropology study steps beyond text
analysis and pays more attention to the topics such as classic literary text and living
literature(especially myth and ritual) ,material culture and intangible heritage,the
origin and function of literature,religious belief and ethnic groups,etc.

The course targets the enhancement of the following skills: to increase the
knowledge and understanding of literary anthropology in general, to

cultivate interdisciplinary thinking and innovation capability, to increase student’s
ability to evaluate ideas and arguments critically.
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
