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*PRFEME A (Description)

This course is to guide students to read deeply and analyze in detailed some
classical poets written by those important modern Chinese poets such as Hu Shi,
Zhou Zuoren, Xu Zhimo, Bian Zhilin, Fei Ming, Dai Wangshu, Mu Dan, Feng Zhi, Yu
Guangzhong, Zheng Chouyu, Luo Fu and so on, to understand the historical
development of modern Chinese Poetry and its artistic principle, to realize the
relationship between modern Chinese poetry and the classical Chinese poetry and
modern west poetry, and thus to have a better awareness and knowledge of this
special literature field and even the whole modern Chinese literature and modern
Chinese thought. It also aims to help students to enjoy the aesthetic and emotional
nurturing, to increase their appreciation of literature and art, to develop a certain

degree of poetic thinking power.
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
