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*IRFEfE A (Description)

"Chinese Listening” (2) course is a professional basic compulsory course
for Chinese language majors (non-native speakers). It is a language skills
course, the teaching object is already completed one semester of Chinese
students studying abroad. The requirement is to help students learn
phonetics, vocabulary and grammar, especially vocabulary and grammar,
through classroom listening teaching. So that students master the basic
grammar structure of Chinese on the basis of improving Chinese listening
ability. The goal of the course is to train students to master the basic
grammatical structure of Chinese by understanding the grammatical
structure and the meaning of expression, to understand the main content and
key information of the dialogue in general social situations by training
students in single sentence, dialogue and short text.
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
