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*PRFEMI /T (Description)

This course is a basic course for overseas undergraduate students majoring in Chinese.
It further improves students' reading skills and levels through longer corpus, deeper
content and harder exercises on the basis of "Chinese reading (1)".It lays stress on
language study while laying more emphasis on mastering verbal communication skills,
not focusing on all aspects but emphasizing on mastering reading skills. Through the
study of this course, students’ interests in reading Chinese will be further cultivated,
their reading abilities will be enhanced and they will gradually develop habits of

reading Chinese after class.
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
