Comprehensive English (4) is a mandatory course for third-year international
students who major in Chinese language as non-Chinese native speakers. Taught in
the 6th semester, this course focuses on the study of English language, application
skills and the development of cross-cultural communication skills. Through a
systematic training in English listening, speaking, reading and writing this course
continues to cultivate a comprehensive set of English skill. The class lectures aim at
helping students improve English vocabulary, grammar and discourse strategies as
well as gaining a profound understanding of English speaking countries and their
cultures. It is expected that students will be able to better their listening, speaking,
reading and writing skills, and use the grammar ad semantic knowledge learned to




conduct communication and practice in their career and social life. This course will
also encourage students to develop their study initiatives and improve their
comprehensive cultural qualities.
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
