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*PRFEMI /T (Description)

This course aims to help students familiarize themselves with the HSK Level
VI, understand their current proficiency level, and then improve their Chinese
ability. It focuses on the HSK written test, which covers listening, reading, and
writing skills. Through guided readings, lectures, and practices, the course
analyzes the components in the HSK and provides general test-taking strategies.
The students are expected to get used to assessment mode, understand assessment
content, and further master assessment strategies. In addition, through practicing
the HSK Level VI mock tests and sample questions from previous exams, it hopes
to enhance students’ Chinese proficiency level, especially in aspects of listening,
reading, and writing. After each practice, it provides detailed explanations to




account for the test questions so that students can discover their learning
difficulties, and further realize the important vocabulary, sentence patterns,
grammatical points, and discourse structures etc. in Chinese. Also, it intends to
help students learn how to write a summary of a given article, which clearly
rephrases the content, being succinct as well as precise, and covers the major
points. The course ultimate goal is to enable students to pass the HSK Level VI.
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
