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English (As a Second Foreign Language) is an elective course for first-year
international students as non-native Chinese speakers. This course is taught in the
2nd semester. Designed for students of elementary level of English, this course aims
to improve students’ English language skills, particularly their spoken and written
English, and to train students to conduct basic communications in English in daily
life. The training will focus on English speaking, listening and writing skills along with
the mastery of grammar and language points. The students are expected to watch
their pronunciation and intonation, learn basic sentence structures and tenses,
vocabulary and phrases, which they can use in daily life. This course intends to
arouse students' interest in learning English or further their English study.
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
