China is the largest developing country in the world, with a long and
continuous history, the biggest population and special culture. In the first 30
years after 1949, the People’s Republic of China set up a socialist planning
economy; but after 1978, our country carried out the reform and open-up policy
and successfully set up the market economy regime with Chinese

characteristics and the economy boomed up quickly.




This course introduces how the Chinese market economy grows out of
plan, and follows the theories and methods in social sciences to systematically
study the characteristics of Chinese development and also related problems.
China’s economic reform has made great achievements and still faces many
sophisticated challenges. This course will let foreign students to learn the basics
of China’s economic, political and social institutions, and also encourage the

students to understand China by comparing their home country and China.
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
