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*IRFEfE /1 (Description)

This is a compulsory course offered for Non-native Chinese students majored in
Chinese Language. It requires students to understand the general development of
Ancient Chinese Literature, master a certain number of representative works of
ancient Chinese writers, and enhance their reading ability of Chinese ancient literary
works. Meanwhile, to develop a preliminary appreciation and aesthetic ability and
have their own opinion based on their understanding of works. Finally, hope to
achieve the purpose of developing people who know China and be friendly to China
by deepening mutual understanding and communication as well as by letting them
know more about China on the basis of common human nature. This course
basically adopts Wang Guowei's concept of "a generation of literature of one
generation", At the same time, taking into account the reality of foreign students
and making a slight change, it mainly introduces the poems of the pre-Qin and Han




Dynasties, the Tang poetry and Song Ci, the novels of Ming and Qing Dynasties, and
the Han Fu and the Yuan song are not introduced. This course consists of twenty
lectures. Among them, Chinese Classical Literature (2) mainly introduces the
eleventh to twenty lectures. Each text is composed of two parts of text and work.
The text introduces the development of Chinese Classical literature and the author
of related literature, and the part of the work hopes to deepen the understanding of
human nature on the basis of the intensive reading.
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
