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LA/ (Description)

Chinese characters and culture is an academic elective course for Chinese
language undergraduate students (non-native speakers). This course will help them to
understand the origins and development of Chinese characters on the basis of
strengthening the Chinese characters' reading and understanding, by learning the
early structure and forms of Chinese characters, especially the inscriptions on ancient
Chinese characters such as oracle bones and bronze inscriptions. Through the
analysis and explanation of different series of related Chinese characters, the ancient
Chinese people's clothing, food, shelter, and other aspects of social life are also to be
systematically introduced.

This course aims to expand the students' knowledge of Chinese characters and
culture, to study and analyze the methods of the formation of Chinese characters, and
to deepen the students' understanding of the internal relationship between Chinese
characters and Chinese culture. Their interest in learning Chinese characters and
Chinese culture can be improved through the study of this course.
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
