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Advanced English Readings is an elective course for third-year international
students who major in Chinese language as non-native Chinese speakers. This
course is taught in the 6th semester, and covers English literature study, writing
skills training, and cross-cultural communication. The course uses original English
writings as the teaching material. By reading and analyzing works by famous English
writers, the students are expected to improve their reading comprehension, writing
skills and critical thinking abilities. They will also study grammar and rhetoric
methods and gain a deeper understanding of the culture and ideology in English
speaking countries. Through the course, the students are expected to broaden their
knowledge and deepen their thinking about society, culture and life in general.




Moreover, the course also aims to improve students' analytical capacities and
appreciation of classic works as well as developing logical and independent thinking
so as to better apply their knowledge to language communication and the specific
process of writing. The course is designed in a way that seeks to improve and
reinforce students' language skills and logic thinking, enhance their study initiative,
and improve their comprehensive abilities in humanities and cultural studies.
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
