(£ 300-500 “¥) This course is a required course of Chinese language and
literature, divided into five parts: literature ontology, literary value theory, literary
creation theory, literary text theory, and literary acceptance theory. The teaching
contents mainly include: Ontology discusses the nature and characteristics of
literature; Value theory explores issues such as truth, goodness and beauty,
humanistic concern and historical reason; Creation theory discusses writers' creation




psychology; Text theory explores text type, structure, and aesthetic characteristics,

and introduces neo-classical Ism, Romanticism, Realism, Naturalism, Symbolism,

Modernism, Postmodernism, etc.; Acceptance Theory explores reading psychology of

readers, and introduces social historical criticism, psychoanalysis, new criticism,

formalism, structuralism , post-structuralism, Cultural studies, feminism, nationalism,

post-colonialism, globalization and other methods of criticism. In addition, several

forms of workshops will be organized in groups to discuss the problems about the

archeological analysis of the keywords in the textbooks. The teaching goal is not only

to lead the students to understand the basic knowledge of literary theories, but also

to use knowledge to cultivate the ability to think independently, criticize and

appreciate literary works and a certain oral and written expression.
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
