Classical Chinese is is a mandatory course for all undergraduates of Chinese
majors during the 7th and 8th semesters. The articles selected for this course are
not arranged chronologically, nor are they all famous works by famous authors;
rather, they are arranged especially for foreigners, from easy to difficult, from
short to long, increasing in complexity. Most of the selections are narrative prose;
other literary forms, such as fables, myths, .anecdotes, jokes, idiomatic story and
poetry, have been chosen to enhance the content and enliven the variety of the
lessons. This course focuses on the principle, key and difficult points, so students
can master the basic knowledge of ancient language, pay attention to mobilize
and develop students' learning interest and enthusiasm, the content of the
curriculum to preview before class and review after class, and finish the
homework in time. It is appropriate to pay attention to cultivate students' ability
to use classical Chinese knowledge to analyze and supplement the reading
materials or to induce the phenomenon of language by reading other writings in

classical Chinese.
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
