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This course is a professional basic course for undergraduate students majoring in Chinese
language. Each course mainly includes reading skills and text reading training. The learning of
reading skills includes morpheme analysis, word interpretation, guessing word meaning through
context, and learning sentence comprehension skills such as compressing sentences, extracting
trunk, grasping key words, grasping key punctuation marks, grasping related words. After each
skill , four to five chapter reading exercises are carried out. Through the study of a large
number of reading materials, we want to improve the students' Chinese reading level. At the
same time,we also carries on the extracurricular expansion study, guides the students to carry on
the extensive extracurricular reading, expands the reading scope. At the same time, pay attention

to cultivate students' interest and habit of reading in and out of Chinese class.
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
