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Economics includes the microeconomics and macroeconomics. The research object of
microeconomics is the behavior of consumer, firm and market. By studying microeconomics ,
students can understand the basic principle of microeconomics action.The main contents of this
course include market theory , utility theory , production theory , cost theory , firm theory ,
general equilibrium theory.

This course is a core course for universities and colleges of economics and a basic course for
undergraduate students majoring in economics and management. It is an orthodox economics in
modern economics. Through the course, we expect students to achieve such abilities as follows:
(1)Being able to know about the characteristics of microeconomics, to know about the status of
economic quantitative analysis in economic curriculum and its role in the development of
economics and the real economic work; (2)being able to comprehend the basic theory and
methods of the classical principles of economics, and get a conceptual understanding of the
extension and new development of the economics theory and methods; (3)being able to analyze
the quantitative relationships in real economic phenomenon with the establishment and using of
simple econometric models; (4)being able to do further study and to apply economics theory and

methods.
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
