This is an elective course offered for Non-native Chinese students majored in
Chinese Language. It requires students to master a certain number of Tang poetry
and Song ci, improve the reading ability of Chinese ancient literary works, from
which to further enhance their appreciation and aesthetic ability to literary works.
Meanwhile, hope to achieve the purpose of developing people who know China and
be friendly to China by deepening mutual understanding and communication as well

as by letting them know more about China on the basis of common human nature.
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
